CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA

Secretary/Treasurer Turner informed the Board that, at this point in the fiscal year, 36.46% of anticipated revenues had been collected and 37.71% of anticipated expenditures have been committed, with a benchmark of 54.3% existing for the current fiscal year to date. 

Secretary/Treasurer Turner also reminded the Board that the current fund balance remains stable and totals approximately $16,000, but that additional projects could cause this amount to decrease as projects are completed and paid. 

Moved by Kudsin, supported by Tobias, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY to approve the consent agenda, as presented.

NEW BUSINESS: 

1. Election of Board Officers

Nominations were opened for the office of Chairperson. Mr. Wagester nominated Mr. Peltier for the office of Chairperson. No other nominations were submitted. Nominations for the office of Chairperson were closed.

Moved by Wagester, supported by Kudsin, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to appoint Mr. Peltier as Almont Parks and Recreation Board Chairperson for the 2014 calendar year.

Nominations were opened for the office of Vice-Chairperson. Mr. Wagester nominated Mr. Roach for the office of Vice-Chairperson. No other nominations were submitted. Nominations for the office of Vice-Chairperson were closed.

Moved by Wagester, supported by Peltier, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to appoint Mr. Roach as Almont Parks and Recreation Board Vice-Chairperson for the 2014 calendar year.

Nominations were opened for the office of Secretary. Mr. Tobias nominated Mr. Turner for the office of Secretary. No other nominations were submitted. Nominations for the office of Secretary were closed.

Moved by Tobias, supported by Kudsin, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to appoint Mr. Turner as Almont Parks and Recreation Board Secretary for the 2014 calendar year.

Nominations were opened for the office of Treasurer. Mr. Wagester nominated Mr. Tobias for the office of Treasurer. No other nominations were submitted. Nominations for the office of Treasurer were closed.

Moved by Wagester, supported by Turner, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to appoint Mr. Tobias as Almont Parks and Recreation Board Treasurer for the 2014 calendar year.

2. Winterfest

[bookmark: _GoBack]Almont DDA Director Nancy Boxey made a presented to Board Members regarding recent plans developed by the Youth on Main Street committee to hold a Winterfest in partnership with the Almont Parks and Recreation Board. Discussion was held, and a date of Saturday, February 22, 2014 was selected for a Wintefest event.

Moved by Roach, supported by Wagester, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to approve an amount not to exceed $300.00 for supporting a Winterfest event.

3. Flagpole Update

Board Members held discussion about quotes received by Member Kudsin for the purchase/installation of a flagpole at the Almont Community Park.

Moved by Alfonsi, supported by Kudsin, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to approve an amount not to exceed $1,250 for the purchase and installation of a 30 foot tall commercial grade flagpole at the Almont Community Park. 

Chairperson Peltier commended Mr. Wagester and the Almont Lions Club for providing the flag for the flagpole.

4. Four County Grant Update

Board  Members held discussion about the grant recently submitted by Secretary Turner to the Four County Community Foundation on behalf of the Almont Parks and Recreation Board for the creation of a bicycle circle and the purchase of playground equipment at the Almont Community Park. 

Secretary Turner reminded the Board that it had pledged a match in the amount of $2,385 for the grant application and that additional costs may be incurred for excavating/creating an area where wood chips could be placed near the additional playground equipment.

5. Murphy Park Sign Update

Discussion was held about the completed installation of the signage at Murphy Park. 

6. Ice Rink Update

Chairperson Peltier provided an update to Board Members about the current use and condition of the ice rink.

7. Jaycees Plaque for Pavilion

Discussion was held about purchasing a plaque commemorating former Jaycees members for their support in constructing bathrooms at the Almont Community Park in 1977. Vice-Chairperson Roach volunteered to donate $100 for the purchase of a durable plaque for this purpose.

Moved by Tobias, supported by Roach, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to approve an amount not to exceed $50.00 for the purchase of a plaque commemorating the Jaycees.

Board Members thanked Vice-Chairperson Roach for his donation.

8. Picnic Table Repairs

Discussion on this item was postponed until a future meeting.

9. Music in the Park

Chairperson Peltier provided an update to Board Members about his efforts to book acts for the 2014 Music in the Park series. Discussion was held.

10. Park Board Ordinance

Discussion was held about the ordinance that would restructure the Almont Parks and Recreation Board. 

OTHER BUSINESS

Board Members held discussion about a survey recently completed by Southeastern Heatmor that shows a portion of the tennis courts as being located in land currently owned by Mr. Mike Bohm (owner of Southeastern Heatmor). It was the consensus of Board Members that ROWE Professional Services Company should be contacted to complete a survey of all park properties.

Moved by Tobias, supported by Roach, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY, to approve an amount not to exceed $1,000 for ROWE Professional Services Company to survey property owned for park purposes in order to confirm the boundary lines of the park.

Secretary Turner emphasized that the Village and/or Township must ensure this property is or becomes the property of the Village and/or Township due to the terms and provisions of grants obtained in the past for the renovation of the tennis courts and further informed the Board that while a win-win solution would be preferable to resolve the issue of ownership of the tennis courts, it may be necessary for legal action to be initiated to claim the tennis courts under adverse possession. All Board Members emphasized their hope that the matter could be resolved amicably and without legal action.
