EQUIPMENT OPERATOR

Supervised by: 	Almont Village Department of Public Works (DPW) Supervisor 

Position Summary: 
Performs a variety of public works activities which may involve the operation of pick-up trucks, dump trucks, vactor trucks, front end loaders, backhoes, tractors, and other heavy equipment. Completes related tasks and record keeping. 

Essential Job Functions: 
The Equipment Operator’s duties include (but are not limited to) the following essential job functions: 

1. Participates in work related to the construction, repair, and/or maintenance of municipal streets, alleys, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, water systems, sewer systems, storm water systems, and parks. 

2. Participates in work related to the delivery of municipal services including, but not limited to: brush pick-up, snow removal, meter reading, and leaf pick-up while implementing the Village’s downspout disconnection program.

3. Prepares reports and other records as required by operational needs.

4. Supports public works improvement projects undertaken by the Village at the discretion of the DPW Supervisor.

5. Works to ensure that connections made into or removed from municipal infrastructure systems meet required specifications and ordinance provisions.

6. Completes work for the routine maintenance of all municipal streets, alleys, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, water systems, sewer systems, storm water systems, and parks.

7. Completes work for the routine maintenance of all public works vehicles, vehicle accessories, and equipment.

8. Abides by all applicable safety precautions and procedures at all times.

9. Participates in the regular maintenance of all public works vehicles and vehicle accessories. 


10. Participates in local, regional, and State organizations geared toward professional development, peer relationships, and governmental technique.

11. Performs related work as required by the DPW Supervisor and/or Village Manager.

Required Knowledge, Skills, Abilities and Minimum Qualifications: 
The minimum qualifications for the position of Equipment Operator include the following: 

· A high school degree or G.E.D. 

· An S-3 or S-4 water license or the ability to obtain such licensure as outlined by applicable collective bargaining agreement provisions..

· A valid State of Michigan Driver’s License with a Class B CDL endorsement and an ability to maintain such licensure throughout employment.

· Knowledge of the methods, materials, and equipment used in the maintenance, repair, and construction of municipal streets, alleys, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, sewer and water systems, storm water systems, and parks.

· Ability to operate a variety of public works vehicles and/or equipment.

· Ability to physically complete all essential jobs functions.

· Ability to maintain accurate records and prepare comprehensive reports. 

· Ability to effectively communicate and present ideas and concepts orally and in writing.

· Ability to establish effective working relationships and use good judgment, initiative and resourcefulness when dealing with citizens, elected officials, employees, other governmental agencies, and other professionals. 

· Ability to critically assess situations and solve problems, and work effectively under stress, within deadlines, and changes in work priorities. 

Physical Demands and Work Environment: 
The following physical demands and work environment are characteristic to the DPW Supervisor position:  

An employee in this position regularly performs work in a variety of outside and inside settings during a variety of weather situations and must be physically capable of completing all essential job functions.
